The pool water temperature is maintained at 87 
degrees for warm-water comfort.  A raised spa, 
complete with aerated therapy jets, is located at one 
end of the main pool and features a waterfall that 
spills into the main body of water.  The spa water is 
maintained at a higher temperature and is utilized for 
relaxation and as a conversation area. 
 
The natatorium structure has been designed to offer 
ample natural lighting instead of the harsh 
fluorescents.  The textured pool deck is colored 
concrete to accent the warm, natural finishes of the 
building interior.  The texture of the concrete provides 
for a non-slip surface. 
 
“Active living is a way of life at Kingswood.  Our 
therapy pool offers one more opportunity for residents 
to remain active and enhance all aspects of their well-
being.  Using the therapy pool for classes or individual 
activity improves physical fitness—energy level, 
balance and strength.  The social aspect is very 
important too.
